Whereas adults who struggle with mental health often show 

symptoms in their youth that go unaddressed and esca-

late later in life; 

Whereas childhood and adolescence can be challenging times 

in life, leaving our youth especially vulnerable to anxiety, 

depression, bullying, and self-harm; 

Whereas stigma surrounding mental health often prevents 

youth from seeking the help and support they need, exac-

erbating the effects of mental health struggles; 
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Whereas, according to the Centers for Disease Control and 

Prevention, mental health disorders are chronic condi-

tions, and untreated mental health challenges can harm 

the development and well-being of children, impacting 

their academic, social, and home environments; 

Whereas youth suicide continues to be a significant public 

health crisis, affecting families, individuals, and commu-

nities, and there is a need for extensive suicide awareness 

and prevention programs; and 

Whereas May 4 through May 10, 2025, is an opportunity to 

strengthen public awareness of youth mental health chal-

lenges and advocate for meaningful action to improve 

mental health care for children in the United States:
